A Spiritual And Ancestral Theater Arrives From India

Yesterday, in the city of Valencia, a beautiful theater company appeared and presented the Hindu folk traditions of southern
India. In India, specifically in the state of Kerala, a system of cultural expressions from millennia past have taken root,
transmitted from generation to generation through ancient empires and civilizations.

Kerala Dance Theatre is a company that incorporates a difficult language of gestures which are connected to the religious and
spiritual scriptures of Hinduism. This is a form of expression that delights in its civilization’s belief in honoring its gods.

A Ritual Theater - Because of their desire to be close to their audience, the company limits its spectators to 300 members.
The art is more than a dance: it is an aesthetic language. Their communication is related to the senses, complete with gestures,
expressions, and a spiritual vision, manifested as it were by the closeness established with their audience. Yesterday's event in
Aleman Sucre Center in the city of Valencia, was the one function that served primarily as a cultural meeting with the outside

world. It took place at 7 pm and lasted 45 minutes.

The Hindu Epics - This art is called Kathakali and is traditionally performed in India for an entire night. The stories are long,
beginning at sunset and lasting until the break of dawn. Based on a deep philosophy that endeavors to induce a meditative
feeling in the spectators. Here in the West and because of the restrictions here, the spectacle is diminished in a substantial way,
for the entire performance takes scarcely three quarters of an hour. Still, despite the reduction in time to include only a small part
of the entire work, the company tried to offer a similar experience to that which one experiences in India.

New Expressive Symbols - The art is based on mimicry, and an expressive use of the hands that communicates dialogues
and emotions in a different and new way. The artists also use a variety of costumes and movements: each character type is
painted a specific color depending on his personality, his characteristics and skills. The dramatic costuming emulates the
superhuman beings or divinities that are portrayed. Radha Carman and Ettumanoor Kannan are the principal artists. They will
perform the noble characters, and as such, are dressed in golden and green colors. These colors symbolize nobility and in
Hindu culture are linked to nature. The stories are extremely ancient, drawn as they are from the epics, and extend back
thousands of years into antiquity. Each movement and each gesture fundamentally tries to express a statement, situation or

sentiment in a traditional manner.
